(a) to (c):  Following a selection procedure, the details of which were notified in 
Scheme Guidelines in October, 2021, 27 companies have signed 57 Memorandum of 
Understanding (MoU) with the Government committing to invest and produce ‘specialty 
steel’ in the country. The PLI scheme for specialty steel was introduced with the objective 
of promoting manufacturing of specialty steel grades within the country by attracting 
significant investment helping the Indian steel industry mature in technology and move 
up the global value chain. 
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
