(a) the present status of the modernization projects of Durgapur Steel Plant (DSP) and 
Indian Iron & Steel Company (IISCO) and the reasons for delays in implementation; 
(b) whether the delays at DSP are attributed to land occupation by encroachers, and the 
steps being taken to resolve the issue including engagement with the affected 
communities and addressing demands for resettlement packages; 
(c) the total area of land required for the modernization projects and the current status 
of land acquisition; and 
(d) the number of permanent and contractual employees at DSP and IISCO over the 
past three years, year-wise?

The brownfield expansion of Durgapur Steel Plant (DSP) has been planned within 
the existing plant perimeter. The land required for Greenfield expansion of DSP is 1356 
acre, which is available. The demarcated land required for modernization expansion of 
IISCO, Burnpur is in possession of SAIL.
